POLIO UPDATE . . .  

 
The March PolioPlus Partners Open Projects List (OPL) has two projects for India in need of US 
$597,082.82.  It is now more than ever that we must continue to seek immediate funding for current and 
future Partners project requests. 
 
India has a population of over 1 billion people and an estimated 26 million births take place in the country 
every year. By the end of this Rotary Year, India will have conducted at least nine rounds of National and 
Sub-National Immunization Days. Each round requires great effort. Parents must be informed about why 
their children need multiple doses of the vaccine and about where and when to get vaccinated. The 
vaccine must be transported at the appropriate temperature, volunteer vaccinators must be trained, and 
supervisors must make sure that each house is visited. Rotarians and volunteers in India cannot do this 
alone. They need our help and they need it now. Support from Partners has been essential to the 
success of these large-scale immunization activities in India! 
As a reminder, all cash and District Designated Funds (DDF) contributions are matched US $.50 for 
every $1.00 contributed. With the end of the Rotary Year approaching, please continue to ask your 
assigned districts to review their DDF balance to see if they have funds that could be contributed to 
Partners.  We hope this matching opportunity will serve as an incentive for districts who have not yet 
made a DDF donation to Partners this Rotary Year. 

 
In my District 7090 some clubs are sending checks to The Rotary Foundation's PolioPlus Partners program and 
making $.50 on every $1.00 from members contributions.  Some clubs have their interested members write a check 
made out to their Rotary club designated for The Rotary Foundation PPP program and the club sends one big 
check with a letter stating who the contributors are (some with members ID numbers).

Troy is plugging away on his PhD in his third year while lecturing at the Curtin University Graduate School of 
Business with the MBA and MLM programs. Curtin is located in Perth, Australia and this is where Troy went as an 
Ambassadorial Scholar in 2001. 
  
Currently he is teaching four different leadership and marketing-related classes. One of the classes he has 
developed is rather unique. The students do a two-week simulation sort of like the Amazing Race where they are 
given clues and as a team they have to find the answers to the problems.  He's also teaching for the John Curtain 
Leadership Academy. They select high-performing undergrad students who show leadership potential. It's the first 
one of its kind done in Australia.  In April he will be teaching a week-long class at Toulouse University in France. It's 
a class in leadership open to dynamic students from all over the world. High flight and accommodations are all paid 
for as many of the conferences are. 
  
Also, he will be presenting a paper in Greece in June. 
  
In the past couple of years he conducted leadership or motivational seminars in Malaysia, Singapore in Indonesia, 
as well as Australia and the U.S. One of these was at the RYLA Camp in Hastings. 
  
Recently he was the keynote speaker for a meeting of 100 college managers from all around Western Australia. 
  
He is involved in community organizations as well: the Riverview Church in Perth, Toastmasters and Rotary. 
  
He graduated from Paw Paw High School in 1987. Graduated from Central Michigan University and was working for 
Norvartis at the time he received the scholarship.
